Parking Procedures for Volunteer Drivers at Kettering General Hospital

Short stay car parking, disabled parking, motorcycle parking and drop-off can be found in Car Park A. It has 33 Blue Badge spaces and a further 57 spaces.
Longer stays - Car Park B (Height Restriction 2.1m). It has 4 Blue Badge spaces, 221 spaces on the lower deck and 221 spaces on the upper deck.
Other car parks including the Treatment Centre, spaces alongside Rothwell Road and Maternity are Pay & Display.

In an emergency situation, or exceptional circumstances such as where a patient has very limited mobility, drivers may drop-off directly outside the Outpatients Department using the emergency vehicle access route then go and park.

When you become a driver for Volunteer Action, we provide your number plate to the hospital. When arriving at car parks A and B your car registration number is captured automatically. When you leave the car park you need to enter your registration number.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                   
Here’s how it works:

1. As you approach the entrance of the car park, the barrier will raise automatically and your registration number will be read

2. Park your vehicle as usual

3. When you are ready to leave, return to your car and proceed to the exit

4. The exit barrier will automatically raise once your registration number and your entitlement to free parking has been verified.
Additional info:
· Use Car Park B for free long term waiting.
· Car Park A is 15 minutes free parking only.
· In addition, there are parking spaces for Volunteer Drivers situated by Warren Hill House opposite the Centenary Wing parking. Drivers can still drop off and pick up anywhere on site, but these spaces and Car Park B are where they must park while the patient is being seen.
